SUBJECT: City Manager’s Report 

Local Area Fish Smell 

If you are out and about and smell some weird fishy smell you might wonder why. Here is a short explanation: Some 
winter kill and smell is especially normal within Loon Lake due to the shallowness of the lake, complete mix of the water 
column (dirty bottom water mixing with cleaner top water), and only partial aeration of the lake in the dead of winter. 
We know that the fish kill is not severe when the shore line is not laden with dead fish (the good news), but yet some 
fish still die.  DNR research shows that dead fish will submerge and decompose on the lake bottom even if they do 
initially float.
